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The future of Jazz in Bristol is announced 

Bristol’s foremost Jazz promoter Ian Storror, has been appointed Manager of Jazz@FutureInns, a new music venue situated at Future Inns Hotel, Cabot Circus.

Ian has a wealth of experience of the Bristol jazz scene. For 21 years he operated the Albert Inn in Bedminster, turning it into a nationally and internationally renowned venue for jazz, he also encouraged the development of music in general, across the City. 

His experience includes organising over 2,500 music events at a range of venues. In addition Ian has served on several Bristol City Council music committees, including The Cabot celebrations and the music committee for Bristol, City of Culture 2008. 

For many years Ian also co-hosted a fortnightly jazz slot on BBC Radio Bristol, for Keith Warmington’s programme, to promote jazz music to a wider audience.

Ian has contacts all over the jazz world and has worked with artists such as David Murray, Don Byron and Wayne Krantz (former guitarist with Steely Dan) from the States, and in the UK: Ronnie Scott OBE, Stan Tracey OBE, Andy Sheppard and Jamie Cullum, when he was a bright young rising star.

After the Albert Inn changed ownership in 2005, Ian worked at Bordeaux Quay promoting over 20 events, but is now looking forward to expanding Bristol’s jazz scene further. 

He comments: “Jazz@FutureInns will be a fantastic addition to the city and I am very excited to be a part of it. My aim is to make it ‘THE’ outstanding venue in Bristol to hear a wide range of jazz, blues and acoustic music. 

I am aiming to bring a real diversity to the club and host a range of musicians, from internationally known artists, to established and up and coming local musicians.” 

The club will be located in the basement of the hotel and is set to open to the public in September, although there will be a select number of preview nights in August. 

Del Brett, Future Inns managing director, said: “Ian’s knowledge of the jazz scene is a great asset to the club. I believe he can help us create a truly vibrant venue and help turn our vision into a reality. Jazz@FutureInns will add another dimension to our Bristol hotel and we expect it to not only attract local guests, but to also bring both national and international visitors to the city.”

The Jazz club will seat over 100 people and will be open three – four nights per week. The club will compliment the 149-bedroom hotel, which is set in the heart of the city's Cabot Circus represents a capital investment of almost £20m. The hotel offers a bar, a unique steak and chophouse restaurant and free parking for 100 vehicles. Also due to open in September will be conference facilities located on the top floor of the hotel, enjoying panoramic views. The facilities will seat 350 theatre style and 200 banquet-style guests. Ian also plans to use this facility to promote larger music events, quarterly from the New Year.
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
