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OFFICIAL OPENING OF CABOT CIRCUS HOTEL

The Future Inns Hotel, based in the heart of Cabot Circus, is to be officially opened by the Lord Mayor on Thursday 17 September. 

The hotel, which first opened three floors in May, is now complete with a wide offering of facilities such as: 149 bedrooms over seven floors, a unique Chophouse restaurant, a jazz club hosting international and local musicians, modern conference facilities with panoramic views across the heart of the city and free parking for 118 guest vehicles, which is a feature seldom found in city centre hotels. 

The hotel represents a £20m capital investment in the city and has created 270 jobs - 200 local tradesmen and contractors found employment through the construction period of the hotel and a further seventy permanent jobs have been created by its opening.

Alfred Sam Holder

Future Inns investor, Eric McMillan fist met Alfred Sam Holder, known as Sam, in 1943 when they were both commissioned in RAF Squadrons 178, 199. They met again in 1945, when both were on the Battle List for a raid over Kiel, Germany. Sam’s crew did not return. 

Eric had the duty of packing Sam’s gear, during which he noticed a picture of a lady and two small boys. The image stayed with Eric for 43 years, until he finally learned who they were. 

In 1988 Eric responded to an advert in the Canadian Legion Magazine requesting information from any Canadian who had spent time in Bournemouth, England in 1943. The advert had been placed by a lady called Mrs Phillips, who was trying to trace her Canadian Father’s footsteps prior to his death in 1944, when he was shot and killed in Burma. Mrs Phillips and Eric exchanged notes and information, during which time Eric, who still remembered Sam’s photo, was put on the trail on locating Sam’s family. 

After a lot of searching, Eric finally received a letter from Margery Holder, the wife of Sam’s nephew. Margery was the wife of Vivian Holder, one of the young boys in the photo, who was just three-years old when the photograph was taken. The other boy was his brother, Kevin, who was aged ten. Both were the sons of Sam’s brother.
